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From the Rector
  
Fifteen years—that’s how long I’ve been here at Trinity 
Church as your Rector, our having begun a new life 
together on May 1, 1995. Truly, that’s a-MAY-zing! 
(Couldn’t resist . . .) 
 
It’s appropriate that we’re involved at this time in a 
diocesan project, “Missional Models for Ministry.” We 
presented information about this at the Annual Parish 
Meeting in January, and I described it also in a previous 
newsletter column. What we’re being asked to do, as 
part of a group of six pilot congregations, is to examine 
our communal life and refine our focus on mission. 
 
In 2011, we will celebrate 175 years as The Episcopal 
Church in St. Charles and 50 years in our current 
building. Why we began and why we’re still here are 
essentially the same reasons: We serve as disciples of 
Jesus Christ to share God’s mission in this particular part 
of God’s world. How we do what we’re called to do, and 
what that specific call looks like in the 21st Century, is 
and should be rather different from what we have been 
doing for the past 174 years. 
 
The “missional model” process moves us to do three 
things: To shift from an internal focus to an external 
focus; from focus on program to focus on people; from 
church-based concerns to the broader concerns of the 
reign of God (the nurture of God’s kingdom in the larger 
community). In our history as a church, we have made 
these shifts before—to be the church we are called to be, 
we need to keep looking for the work God is doing in 
our community and use the gifts unique to Trinity 
Church to take our part. 
 
A first step, which we took before we were ever included 
in the diocesan pilot project, was to make a new mission 
statement. As you know, we have done  
so—FAITH · COMPASSION · COMMUNITY is our 
new mission statement.    

 
At our Annual Parish Meeting, the booklet containing 
the annual reports was organized according to the 
categories delineated in the mission statement. We have 
been shifting our organizational structure to reflect four 
main groups—youth and children, singles, families, and 
mature (now called “West of 50”). At the Vestry and 
leadership retreat in March, we took all of the things we 
do at Trinity Church, looked at them in light of our 
mission statement, and discussed whether each reflects 
internal or external focus. We listed a large number of 
goals for the year, which the Vestry will now refine. 
 
At the retreat, we shared briefly with each other what we 
bring to Trinity Church in terms of gifts and talents, 
passion and commitment. The Vestry is now engaged in 
interviewing the rest of the congregation to discover the 
same information. We are asking each group in the 
church to consider all of its work in terms of faith, 
compassion, community—and to determine, as well, 
whether what we’re doing is focused internally or 
externally. We are also asking the larger community 
what needs they see and what a church—our church—
might do about them. 
 
Results of that so-far-minimal assessment include on-
going involvement with International Students at 
Lindenwood, the Bread Dough-Nation program at St. 
Louis Bread Company, and the Angel Food Ministry, for 
which we are now an official Host Site. Recent response 
is the Share-a-Meal Saturday at St. John’s UCC, and a 
brand new group, Lui Children, which will help with 
school fees in the Diocese of Lui, Sudan. 
 
We will continue seeking ways to engage the mission of 
God in St. Charles and the larger world as we participate 
in the diocesan project and beyond that time. My fifteen 
years as your rector are a privilege and a joy for me and 
for my husband and son—a good time to take stock and 
move forward together in faith. –TEW
